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What is Bullying?

Bullying is unwanted, aggressive behavior that invalves a real or perceived power imbalance. The behavior is repeated, or
has the potential to be repeated, over time. There is a clear intent to harm the victim, socially, emotionally or physically

The real or perceived “imbalance of power," can be physical, social, or emotional

Bullying s repetitive behavior; however, bullying can also occur in a single incident if that incident is either very severe or
arises from a pattern of behavior




What is Cyberbullying?

R Cyberbullying s bullving that takes place using electronic technology. tlectronic technology includes devices and equipment such as

cell phones, computers, tablets, iPads, etc, as wel as social media sites, text messages, chat, and websites.

@ Examples of cyberbullying include cruel text messages or emails, rumors sent by email or posted on social network sites, vide os or
photos, etc. The behavior hurts, humiliates, or harms another person physically or emotionally

* 5+absences in two different quarters = probation for the rest of the term
* Excessivetardiness = loss of parking pass (after 10) and detentions for each tardy (starting with 11th tardy)
