25,920), 

Tewksbury (pop. 30,915), and Wilmington (pop. 23,534).  The district population is primarily upwardly mobile middle 

class.  With its proximity to Routes 128, 93 and 495, the district lies in the heart of much of Massachusetts’ high-tech 

industry. Students residing in the district have the option of attending the traditional high school in their town or applying 

to Shawsheen Valley Technical High School to pursue technical study in addition to traditional academic class work.
